Carter that the government tried to 
reinstate the registration for the draft.

What 
I remember is the sign he was carrying.  It 
simply said, “Nothing is worth dying for.”
Judging from the crowd around him in 
the picture, it looked like many shared 
his opinion. 
   As a child of God, I am most thankful 
that Jesus did NOT share that student’s 
political philosophy.  Following His 
Father’s plan, Jesus believed that we 
(you!) were worth dying for.  Jesus 
believed that saving the souls of 
humanity from eternal destruction and 
damnation was a perfect reason to 
sacrifice Himself.  
   Wednesday, March 9, begins the season 
of Lent with Ash Wednesday.  The 40 
days of Lent are a marvelous opportunity 
for us to journey with Jesus on His path 
to literally die for us, in our place!  This 
year we will walk with Jesus, in Peter’s 
shoes, during these six weeks of Lent. 
We’ll see in Peter’s words and deeds a 
picture of ourselves, of our sin, of our 
need for true repentance (being truly sorry 
for our sin and receiving our Savior’s 
forgiveness!).  
   Each and every week we will be blessed 
in this journey – not because we will 

again see our sin – because we won’t stop 
there!  We’re going to move on to the 
cross!  
   It is at the cross where we see not only 
our sin and it’s great cost  – our Savior’s 
entire life and agonizing death – BUT 
ESPECIALLY HIS GREAT LOVE THAT 
FORGIVES YOUR (OUR) SIN BY THAT 
DEATH!!  
   It is very easy, and not only during 
Lent, to become so ‘impressed’ by our 
sins and failings; to become  over-
whelmed by our lack of goodness, that 
we get stuck in a paralyzing guilt;  a guilt 
that leads to introspection, of focusing 
only on me, and becomes an idol and 
form of pride – a ‘woe is me, my sin is so 
great’ kind of thing.  INSTEAD OF 
TURNING TO HIM WHO LOVES AND 
FORGIVES !!
   Join us this Lenten season and see, once 
again or for the very first time, the 
amazing love of God in Jesus!  Join us as 
we focus on Him and His forgiving and 
transforming powerful love.  A love that 
went all the way to the cross and death –
FOR YOU!!  Join us and see that the 
Father’s plan is truly accomplished, in 
Jesus, for you , for today, and tomorrow, 
and forever.  And join us this Lenten 
season to see that death could not hold 
Jesus, that He truly rose from the dead 
for you and all people!  
   Lent, and indeed every Sunday or 
Wednesday or Saturday, is all about Jesus 
– for YOU!
